Iqtidar Mahmood Dara v. The Federal Republic of Germany 

Abbas Lakha QC and David Young, both of 9 Bedford Row, represented this Appellant on his extradition Appeal proceedings in the Administrative Court. Mr. Dara had been arrested at Heathrow Airport on a European Arrest Warrant. It was alleged that, in his capacity as the procurement agent of the Pakistan Atomic Energy Authority, he ordered three pieces of equipment which were suitable for the development of nuclear weapons, namely; two detection systems[a liquid waste monitor and a contamination monitor] and an alpha-gamma spectrometry system.

It was alleged that the equipment was exported to companies and institutions in Pakistan for the express purpose of their being used in Pakistan’s nuclear weapons program.
