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Summary of Case

This was a 9 month trial which concluded at the CCC in April 2005.David Young acted for Sidali Feddag, who was one of five defendants alleged to have conspired to murder in relation to what was said to be a largescale international terrorist plot. The Defendants were alleged to be members of an Algerian Terror cell linked to Al Qaeda, who, in furtherance of an extremist Islamic cause, committed acts of terrorism in the UK by the production and use of poisons, such as Ricin and Cynanide and explosives. David Young was led by Toby Hedworth QC. Sidali Feddag was acquitted of all the contested charges.
